The National Company Law Tribunal, Amaravati Bench, approved the tenns of the Resolution Plan submitted by the Parent Company to acquire Andhra Cements Limited 
("ACL") on February 16, 2023 pursuant to a Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process implemented under the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code 2016 (the "Resolution Plan"), 
and the tenns of the Resolution Plan are now binding on tl1e Parent Company. 

Pursuant to the Resolution Plan, the Parent Company had subscribed to 95% of the reconstituted paid-up share capital of ACL for an aggregate amount of~ 32,223 lakhs and 
remaining 5% of the reconstituted paid-up share capital of ACL was continued to be held by tl1e existing public shareholders. Consequently, the Parent Company had acquired 
control over ACL w.e.f. March 18, 2023.
